STATEMENT OF WORK
      This Interagency Agreement (IAA) is entered into by and between [Enter Department Name] and the Contractor (hereinafter referred to as the “California Department of Technology”) for the purpose of obtaining Independent Project Oversight Consulting.  This IAA shall represent the cost of ongoing services provided to the Customer by the California Department of Technology along with the cost of projected new services to be requested through the Service Request (SR) process.  This IAA shall be augmented through the SR process with any resulting mutually agreed upon contractual terms becoming a part of this IAA, as if fully set forth herein.  The IAA also provides for payment for these services pursuant to State Administration Manual (SAM) sections 8752-8752.1 and section 3.03 of the State Contracting Manual.
In March 2003, the Department of Finance (DOF) issued the Information Technology Project Oversight Framework (ITPOF).  Budget Letter (BL) 04-04 described the oversight program and established the statewide ITPOF, which establishes minimum standards for project management and oversight for all reportable IT projects. The ITPOF describes project oversight as an independent review and analysis to determine if a project is on track to be completed within the estimated schedule and cost and if the Project will provide the functionality required by the sponsoring business entity.  California project oversight policy focuses on project management practices and processes, with emphasis on identifying and quantifying issues and risks affecting schedule, cost, and business functionality. California Department of Technology maintains this framework, which is described within the Statewide Information Management Manual (SIMM), accessible from California Department of Technology’s website:  http://cio.ca.gov/Government/IT_Policy/SIMM.html.

Government Code Section 11546 (a)(1), grants California Department of Technology statutory authority over Information Technology project approval and oversight for the State's IT projects.  
Note:  The Governor’s Reorganization Plan No. 1 of 2012 recasts and renames the California Technology Agency as the California Department of Technology. All other statutory authorities remain the same.
1.   California Department of Technology Independent Project Oversight Consultant Responsibilities
The Consultant is responsible for providing IPOC services in conformance with the ITPOF and the SIMM. The Project Oversight Framework requires that “high and medium criticality” projects receive independent oversight from outside the project’s department or agency (or other State entity).  The mandated Independent Project Oversight Report (IPOR) provides a structured vehicle for reporting on the reportable project oversight categories of Schedule, Resource (Level of Effort), Resources (Budget/Cost), Quality (Client Functionality), Quality (Architecture/System Performance), and Risk. Consultant’s primary deliverable will be the monthly or quarterly
 production and submission of an IPOR (in most currently available and updated format) directly to California Department of Technology, with concurrent copies to the State entity named within this agreement.  

The section below identifies the specific tasks and responsibilities of the Consultant assigned to perform the oversight services. The Consultant will be responsible for the formal oversight of project management processes and documentation.  The Consultant’s will: 

· Use the ITPOF as the basis for the project oversight processes and reporting requirements, and ensure that project management documentation is relevant to the project.

· Use the SIMM as the basis for project management methodology standards, in particular SIMM 17 (California Project Management Methodology [CA-PMM]) and SIMM 45 (IT Project Oversight Framework)

· Initiate the use of key predictive metrics based on project management industry standards (e.g., PMBOK® Guide).
The Consultant will provide directives to the Project Leadership Team regarding fulfillment of their project management responsibilities. The Consultant will provide upon request, or as warranted, recommendations for managing a high or medium mission-critical information technology project using industry standards and best practices. It is incumbent upon the State entity to ensure the project remains on schedule, within scope and budget as indicated in the approved Feasibility Study Report or last approved Special Project Report.

The general duties of the California Department of Technology Consultant may include, but are not limited to, assessment of the following areas: 

· Communication Management 

· Configuration Management

· Contract Management

· Governance

· Organizational Change Management

· Procurement 

· Project Management

· Quality Management 

· Requirements Traceability

· Risk Management 
· Staffing 

· Status Reports 

· Testing

·  The California Department of Technology Consultant shall maintain open and frequent              communications with the Project’s Leadership to help ensure timely completion of oversight efforts.

· The California Department of Technology Consultant will notify the Project’s Leadership of   all significant findings as quickly as possible after identification to enable the Project to proactively address the issue underlying findings in a timely manner.

· The California Department of Technology Consultant shall perform his/her duties both at the Department’s premises and at the Technology Agency’s offices during the State's regular work days and normal work hours, except as may be specifically agreed to otherwise by the Project Team and the Department of Technology. 

· The California Department of Technology Consultant, in performance of his/her IPOC functions and responsibilities in this contract shall coordinate oversight functions and communication with the Project’s Leadership.
2. Deliverables 
The following table identifies tasks, deliverables, and the frequency of delivery for typical IPOC services. Unless explicitly stated, all deliverables must be provided in Microsoft Office 2007 or newer, Visio 2003 or newer, and/or Microsoft Project 2007 format.

3.    Department Responsibilities

In the performance of this contract, the State entity shall: 

· Make staff, documents, and meetings accessible to the California Department of Technology IPOC staff in the performance of his/her duties. 

· Provide onsite workspace and access for the IPOC for the duration of the project; this includes an office badge and personal computer with the same office and productivity software in use by the project staff (must include MS Project). 

· Make available access to the full electronic project library including all draft and finalized documents used by the project team, including but not limited to contracts, status reports, and deliverables provided by consultants.  

· Communicate timely with the IPOC on all project changes, progress, and issues.

· Review and pay invoices in accordance with the contract terms, and resolve contract issues in a timely manner.

· The contacts for each party are identified in Exhibit D
BUDGET DETAIL AND PAYMENT PROVISIONS

1. GENERAL CUSTOMER OBLIGATIONS

A. Return completed Interagency Agreement (IAA) renewal package to the California Department of Technology no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date.  In the event a Customer does not return a completed IAA renewal package during the required time frame, the California Department of Technology will escalate the matter with Customer agency. Any costs incurred by the California Department of Technology on behalf of the Customer after the expiration date will be billed to the Customer and processed by direct transfer.

B. The Customer must provide 45 calendar days cancellation notice for specific services to be terminated. Lead-time for cancellation of services is vendor-dependent and may require additional lead-time for processing termination documents. The Customer must submit a Service Request through CSS to notify OTech of the intent to terminate services. The targeted completion date noted on the Service Request must allow time for the lead-time required to cancel services. Due to the daily accumulation of system utilization and cost activity within the billing system, retroactive termination of services will not be considered. For additional information regarding lead-times for canceling services, please contact your Customer Account Lead.

C. In the event the Customer utilizes, requires, accepts or requests services that exceed the amount authorized by this Agreement, the Customer is responsible for all charges incurred, and shall agree to amend this Agreement, in writing, to provide payment to California Department of Technology to the extent services have been provided.  Such payment for services incurred beyond the amount authorized by this Agreement shall be made payable on or before the Agreement expiration date.  If, after the conclusion of the subject Agreement period, it is determined that monies above and beyond that which was authorized by this Agreement are owed to California Department of Technology for services received by the Customer, the Customer shall amend the Agreement, agreeing to pay the outstanding amount in full, no later than 60 calendar days from discovery of the outstanding payment due.

2. INVOICING
A. Upon receipt of appropriate invoices for services rendered in accordance with this IAA, the Customer agrees to compensate California Department of Technology for services billed incurred in accordance with the rates specified herein.

B. Invoices shall include the California Department of Technology IAA number and shall be submitted in duplicate not more frequently than monthly in arrears to the billing address identified in Exhibit C.

3. BUDGET CONTINGENCY CLAUSE
It is mutually agreed that if the Budget Act of the current year and/or any subsequent years covered under this IAA does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this IAA shall be of no further force and effect.  In this event, the Customer shall have no liability to pay any funds whatsoever to California Department of Technology, or to furnish any other considerations under this IAA, and California Department of Technology shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this IAA.

4. PAYMENT TERMS

A. Costs for this IAA shall be computed in accordance with SAM sections 8752 and 8752.1.

B. Nothing herein contained shall preclude advance payments pursuant to Article 1, Chapter 3, Part 1, Division 3, Title 2 of the Government Code of the State of California.

C. Cost estimates for California Department of Technology Independent Oversight Project Consultant were developed for fiscal year 2013-14 using the Data Processing Manager’s classification and pay, and any anticipated operating expenses. Future year’s costs will be based on the Oversight Manager’s civil service salary, as adjusted for any general salary increases.
D. The named State Entity agrees to the contract cost, as specified by the Department of Technology for the specified project and IPOC staff identified in Exhibit D: 

· Data Processing Manager III wage, with benefits and OE&E cost $12,800 monthly and $153,600 annually.

· Data Processing Manager II wage, with benefits, and OE&E cost $11,600 monthly and $139,200 annually.

IT/IAA GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Approval:  This Agreement is not valid until signed by both parties and approved by the Department of General Services, if required.

2. Audit:  The department performing work under this Agreement agrees that the awarding department, the Department of General Services, the bureau of State Audits or their designated representative shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement if it exceeds $10,000.00  The department performing work agrees to maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of three (3) years after final payment, unless a longer period of record retention is stipulated.

3. Payment:  Costs for this Agreement shall be computed in accordance with State Administrative Manual Section 8752 and 8752.1.

4. Amendment:  No amendment or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing, signed by the parties, and approved as required.  No oral understanding or agreement not incorporated in the Agreement is binding on any of the parties.

5. Subcontracting:  All subcontracting must comply with the requirements of the State Contracting Manual Section 3.06.

6. Advance Payment:  The parties to this interagency agreement may agree to the advancing of funds as provided in Government Code Sections 11257 through 11263.

7. Disputes:  The department performing work under this Agreement shall continue with the responsibilities under this Agreement during any dispute.

8. Timeliness:  Time is of the essence in this Agreement. 

9. NON-PAYMENT OF INVOICES – FUND TRANSACTION REQUEST:  In accordance with Government Code Section 11255, the parties agree that when an invoice is not paid by the requested due date to the Contractor (agency providing the service) and the invoice is not disputed by the contracting Department (agency receiving the service), Contractor may send the contracting Department a 30-day notice that it intends to initiate a transfer of funds through a Transaction Request sent to the State Controller’s Office.  To facilitate a Transaction Request should one be needed, the contracting Department shall no later than 10 business days following execution of this agreement provide data to the Contractor for the appropriation to be charged including: fund number, organization code, fiscal year, reference, category or program, and, if applicable, element, component, and task.
